What is a Friends of CRLS Student Travel Fellowship?   
A Friends of CRLS Student Travel Fellowship is funding awarded by Friends of CRLS (FoCRLS) to motivated, academically proficient, low-income students needing financial assistance to be able to participate in school-authorized trips.  Friends of CRLS Travel Fellows have visited New York, Turkey, England, Italy, Spain, France, Panama, El Salvador, the Dominican Republic, the Island School in the Bahamas, and the Galapagos Islands.  
What should I know about applying?
Applications, available as of 9/9/16 at focrls.org, need to be completed and submitted 
by email to info@focrls.org.  Please be sure to use “Student Travel Fellowship” as the subject line.
Note!  If you are applying for funding to travel to Peru or Cuba, the application deadline is 9/30/16.  
All pieces of your application, including recommendations, must be emailed to info@focrls.org by this date.  
Our funds are limited. Funding takes mutual effort.  
This year FoCRLS will fund up to 75% of the cost of the trip for a small number of students who, along with meeting other criteria, demonstrate serious financial constraints.  Students and their families are required to commit to raising the remaining funds to cover the cost of the trip.  We want to avoid disappointment and stress on applicants, families, and trip leaders scrambling at the last minute to meet deadlines and raise funds.  
Complete your paperwork promptly and completely! 

You must provide the following:  contact information for you and your parent(s)/guardian(s), trip information, 
essay question responses, and financial information, including each parent/guardian’s tax forms.  You are also responsible for arranging for two completed recommendation forms:  one from the teacher or staff member leading the trip and one from either your Guidance Counselor or Dean of Students.  Other requirements are a GPA of B or above and current enrollment in the free/reduced lunch program.

Reminder:  The Student Travel Fellowship application deadline for school-authorized trips to Peru and Cuba is 9/30/16.  All paperwork (application, essays, financial forms, and recommendations), must be emailed to info@focrls.org by this date; please be sure to use “Student Travel Fellowship” as the subject line.  FoCRLS will announce decisions for Student Travel Fellowships for the Peru and Cuba trips in mid-October.  If FoCRLS awards you a Student Travel Fellowship, FoCRLS will remit your award directly to your EF account after you have paid your portion IN FULL to EF, which must be done by EF’s deadline of 2/14/17.

· You will need two letters of recommendation:  one from the teacher or staff member leading the trip and one from either your Guidance Counselor or Dean of Students.  Please ask them to email their completed recommendation forms directly to info@focrls.org with “Student Travel Fellowship” as the subject.
· Please make sure ALL of your documents and recommendations are emailed to FoCRLS by 9/30/16 for Peru or Cuba.  Applications and documents for other trips must be received at least 60 days before the trip departure date.

Submission of Application – Summary of Instructions to Student

You (the student/applicant) will submit Parts 1, 2, and 3, along with 1040 or 1040A tax return form(s) from your parent(s)/guardian(s).  Please email your application, including essay answers to info@focrls.org with “Student Travel Fellowship” in the subject line.  If you need access to a scanner to email your application documents, please ask a teacher for help or visit FoCRLS in Room 2136 during office hours.
For Part 4, you need two recommendations from two different references.  One of your references needs to be the teacher/staff member leading the trip.  The second reference needs to be either your Guidance Counselor or Dean of Students.  On each form, fill out your name, the destination, and the main purpose of the trip, and make sure it shows the due date for the recommendation – 9/30/16 for Peru or Cuba; 60 days before the departure date for other trips.  Give your two references each a recommendation form and ask them to email their completed forms to Friends of CRLS directly at info@focrls.org with “Student Travel Fellowship” in the subject line by the due date.  


Friends of CRLS must receive all pieces of the application before we can consider you for funding.  It is your responsibility to make sure all documents have been completed and emailed to info@focrls.org, and to check in with FoCRLS about whether we have received everything.
