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Rationale for CRLS Student Travel Fellowships 

High school trips to distant locations give students the first-hand opportunity to experience cultures, lives, languages and locations unlike their own. The ability of students to think globally about issues – whether cultural, aesthetic, ecological, or economic – broadens them as people who are likely to have a positive impact both here and abroad.  With this in mind, FOCRLS launched its “Travel Fellows” program in 2009, open to mature students of academic merit – students whose financial resources would otherwise preclude such trips, but who are nonetheless highly motivated to experience other cultures and environments. For the 2012-13 school year, FOCRLS has allocated $10,000 toward Student Travel Fellowships to be apportioned across several approved school trips.  
Eligibility Requirements for Applicants
Friends of CRLS is pleased to announce our Student Travel Fellowship Program for 2012-2013.  The program will enable academically-qualified CRLS students (B average or higher) from low-income families (at a minimum a student must be enrolled in the school's free or reduced lunch program) to receive fellowships whose maximum is determined, in part, by the FOCRLS budget for the year. Fellowships may be used for domestic or international educational travel programs approved by the CRLS administration. Please note:  Students will be expected to contribute at least 5% of the trip's expenses on their own, and in most cases considerably more, either from their jobs, their family, faculty-led fundraisers, or other means.  That said, before applying for funds, students and families should discuss what is the minimum funding request from FOCRLS that will make participation in the trip possible, keeping in mind other forms of support.
