Friends of Cambridge Rindge and Latin School (FoCRLS) presented $24,700 in college scholarships and 

graduate awards to 24 members of the Cambridge Rindge and Latin 

School (CRLS) Class of 2015 in June.   FoCRLS, a 501c3 nonprofit 

association creating and expanding opportunities at CRLS since 

2006, surpassed their previous record of $15,600 to the Class of 

2014 by $9,100 (almost 60%).  The scholarship fund, which started 

in 2010 with two scholarships, is increasing even further for the 

class of 2016.
